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After the death of King Abdulaziz, the Royal Palace and its
buildings were used by a number of governmental and non-
governmental bodies during various stages of its history.
After this period the site was vacated and left neglected,
which led to the collapse of some parts. Efforts by Saudi
Commission for Tourism and National Heritage, to restore
the site will emphasize the palace as a witness to the history
of Saudi Arabia and the architectural heritage of Makkah.

The study aims at identifying the Palace site, its
characteristics, natural environment, cultural heritage,
current situation and stage of preservation.

The study describes the site, buildings, their distinctive
architectural design, buildings' details, building materials
and methods. The study concludes by identifying future
plans regarding the palace, its buildings and its annexes.
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This study focuses on the history, architecture

and buildings of the Royal Palace in Makkah,

which was used as a residence by King Abdul

Aziz, during his stays in Makkah and where

he received heads of states, dignitaries, and
citizens.




The Site
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In the past, Makkah urban area was a relatively small
area within the Haram boundaries. In 1298 H / 1880 AD
Makkah northern urban area was bounded by the Al-Ma’lah
cemetery, which is today located only 500 m from the King
Fahd gate at the grand mosque. It was bounded from the east
by She’ebb Amer and She’ebb Ali districts (Mirza, 1436 H).
Western borders did not go beyond what is known today as
Be'ar Tawa area. These outer urban edges were confirmed
by drawings of foreign travelers who visited Makkah such
as Domingo Padia, Kurtlmone, and Burkhart

Topography
In general, Makkah's altitude is between 250 m above sea
level in the west and 350 me in the east, with stone outcrops

that was formed from ancient base rocks confining its
neighborhoods into separate areas.

King Abdul Aziz Historical palace is located in Al-Ma'abda
neighborhood which was at time the furthermost point
after Al Ma’alah area, Makkah's northern urban border. AL-
Ma'abda today is bordered on its northern side by Al Hajj
Street (Wadi Fakh), Jabal Hir'ra and Jabal Thibeer Gha'na
(Al-Rakham), towards its southern edge, it is bordered
by Al-Hoj'joon and Bustan Al-Awaji, about 2 km from Al-
Masjid Al-Haram and from the east it is bordered by Al-
Aziziah district and Mina and from the west it is bordered
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by Jabal Al-Si'edah and Jabal Azakher and it is penetrated
by Wadi Ibrahim, and its tributary Wadi al-Abtah, in its
course towards Al-Haram Al-Shareef. Its topographical
features of mountains, 17 creeks, and slopes and sand basins
overlooking Wadi Ibrahim. The neighborhood is dominated
by poor surface soils of organic matter. Natural vegetation
is limited to short thorny shrubs and plants in shaded moist
areas under local acacia trees
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Geographical location

King Abdul Aziz Historical Palace is in the holy city of
Makkah which is located 65 kilometers east of the Red Sea
coast, between latitude °21 ‘12 “19 south and ° 21 ‘26
“34 north and between longitude °39 ‘31 “14 west and
°40 ‘09 “30 east .
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Climate

Al-Ma'abda neighborhood, where the royal palace is
located, is in the heart of the city Makkah with a climate
characterized as hot arid with very hot summer and warm
winter with very little rain.

Temperature

Makkah is characterized by relatively high temperatures
throughout the year. In January, the average temperature is
about 24 C, the maximum is 30 C and the average is 18.6 C.
Thus, Makkah enjoys a warm climate in the winter, and in
July the maximum degree is 35.8 C and the average is 28.9
C (Fig. 1. The maximum temperature is 49.8 C. Makkah is
classified as one of the hottest places in the world (Ahmed,
1992).
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Precipitation

Makkah is one of the least fortunate areas in terms of
rainfall, and does not experience any other type of impact
precipitation (Figure 2). Rain is characterized by scarcity,
fluctuation, localization and violence, which are characteristic
of desert areas. In general, the annual rainfall rate is 100
mm and it fluctuates between 319 mm and 3 mm. The rain
in Makkah is affected by the local terrain; sometimes heavy
rain falls in the northern parts while the southern parts
have none and other times rains fall in the east with none
in the west despite relative proximity between them. Rain
is concentrated in the Autumn and Winter, and decreases in
spring. While often absent in summer (Ahmed, 1992).
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Wind

Wind speeds range between two knots (3.7 km) and 4 knots
(4.7 km). Winds range from 8 knots (14.8 km) and 12 knots
(22.2 km) in January. Strong breezes exceeding 25 knots
were recorded once. Prevailing northern winds occurs in
the winter and summer, while the southern regions dominate
the prevailing spring and autumn winds. Therefore, it can be
said that the wind in Makkah is weak and the weather is
generally calm. (see Figs. 3 and 4)
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Humidity

Makkah is characterized by low relative humidity. The
maximum and minimum monthly rates of relative humidity
are highest in winter (see Figure 5). December recorded

the highest rate of relative humidity (79%), and the lowest
recorded is in the summer in June (19%).
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Built Environment

Makkah's traditional buildings ranged from two to four
stories in height and were built from load bearing stone
walls with lime mortar and built up ceilings and floors
composed of wooden logs or tree trunks and rendered
lime flooring. Interior and exterior Walls thickness ranged
between 100 cm at the foundation level to 50 cm at upper
levels. The openings were covered with wooden windows or
decorative wooden bay windows or Rawasheen to provide
for privacy, visibility, and natural light and air ventilation
(Airles, 1984). The building's exterior walls were rendered
using lime plaster and wash.

The ground floor is divided into Mag'adds and service
spaces. The second floor, and consists of spaces for family
living and non-roofed spaces for sleeping at night. In some
cases, the buildings contained a vertical shaft in the center
that extends from the ground floor to the upper stage, which
helps to ventilate and let cool air into the interior spaces.
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Site Neighborhood Area (Al-
Ma’'abdah-Bi'ya'diyah )

The Ma’abada area is located in the north-eastern outskirts
of Makkah along upper Wadi lbrahim (Masjid al-Haram),
the major Wadi winding from north east to south west of
Makkah, after it winds through Mina and Al'Abtah. This is
why Al Ma'abda area is considered a main entrances leading
to Makkah from the north-east side besides the other major
entrances to Makkah such as Tha'nayat Kada (Hjjun) towards
the west and Almes'fala or the lower part of the wadi
Ibrahim in the south of Makkah . The Ma’abada area extends
east to Mi'na and north and the mountain of Maabda and the
West to dha'kher east and south to al Ma’ala. Ma’abda name
is attributed to Umm Ab’dah, a name of an arab woman who

lived in the area. The oldest historical reference to the name
Ma'abada was made in 782 AH in a book titled (al'aged
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altha’'meen) by a historian named Taqi al-Din al-Fassi
where he mentions that Ma’'bada lies outside Makkah to the
north of the Al Ma’la cemetery and the mosque of the Jinn
c which marks the end of the urban boundary for Makkah.
Al Ma'abda is considered a station for camel caravans
transporting pilgrims from Makkah to Mina and Arafat and
station for caravans loaded with food for the pilgrims such
as dates, ghee, honey, wheat, fruits and other materials such
as firewood and coal. The region is also famous for making
za'yar, she'rab pottery for water storage. The Shareefs
rulers of Makkah during the Ottoman era buit their retreats
with gardens along Wadi |braheem in the Ma'abada area
so they could water their garden of trees from Zubaidah
underground aquaduct. Al Ma’Mabada has its own gardens
and palaces such as Al Bayadia Palace and Al Ja'fariya Palace.
The current Saudi State in the early period a established
government headquarters and royal residence in Al-Saqqaf
Palace in Ma’bada and later extended the complex to include
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Al-Bayadiyah Palace where new annexes and building built
by King Abdul-Aziz and King Saud and King Faisal and later
toward AlU'Abtah in the north of Ma'bada the new Emmarat
Makkah headquarters were built. So Al Ma’bada area can be
designated as home of kings and princes and government.
Its importance has also risen during the current Saudi state
due to its social economic development, and culture.
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Ain Zubaydah

Ain Zubaydah is the most important and oldest water
network in Mecca for centuries. It has been providing
pilgrims, pilgrims, pilgrims and the people of Makkah with
water for over a thousand and two hundred years.

And many mix between Ain Zubaydah and Darb Zubaydah
as one project, but the historical fact that they are two
separate projects, ordered the establishment «Umm al-
Amin» Zubaydah bint Abi al-Fadl Jafar ibn Abi Jaafar al-
Mansur Abbasi, wife of the Abbasid Caliph Harun al-Rashid,
Ponds spread in certain places, stretching from lIraq to
Mecca, where flood waters are stored for the longest
period, and travelers benefit from those routes.

Ain Zubaydah is a canal of water that was built in 164 AH,
from Wadi Naaman east of Makkah to Arafa hair to water
the pilgrim, the pilgrim and the resident, after Zubaydah
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saw what the pilgrims were experiencing at the time, due to
lack of water.

The length of the channel is 26 km and consists of two
parts, the first of which is not visible (underground) with a
length of 16.35 km and the other visible above the surface
of the earth at a length of 9.47 km. The eye, along its length,
contains a number of 132 beads. The eye begins at the bead
number 1in the valley of Naaman and heads towards Mecca
to appear in Arafat on Mount Merah in its first appearance
south East of Arafa, and then to pass through the Wadi Arna
valley and from there to the Qataniyah area west of the
Arna Valley, then on the southern and western slopes of the
region’s mountains between Arafat and Muzdalifah, then to
the Shasha area and then to Al Ma'abda and the latter part
after the King Khalid Bridge.

Ain during the reign of King Abdulaziz

During the period of the Ottoman Caliphate, the canal was
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destroyed and the suffering of the pilgrims returned to the
issue of carrying water with them. However, the necessary
maintenance work was carried out and again. In order to
ensure the continuity of the channel in the right way, the
Saudi government established in 1343 AH a special body to
care for the facilities of this channel Service for pilgrims
and others, and has been expanding some of the old channels
and the expansion of sub-channels also, and continued the
work of this channel for more than a thousand and two
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Location

Table 1 and site plan in Fig (6) show the palace location
coordinates starting from the point of the control tower at
the northeastern corner of the site. The aerial photo of
Al-Ma'abdah district in figure (6) shows the palace site
bordered to the north by Al-Saqqgaf Street. The palace, the
first residence of King Abdul Aziz in Makkah, and the seat
of his rule; A cross the street, King Saud historical Palace
complex and the Municipality of Makkah buildings. (See
platesl, 2, 3 and 4)

Today there is an existing confusion in the origin and name
of the royal palace due to the sequence of events on the
site and its surroundings after the annexation of Hijaz in
1343 H. Some give the palace the name Al-Saqgaf which
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came as a result of the purchase of Al-Saqqaf house
(towards the west of the palace site today and which was
demolished and government finance office building is in
its location) immediately after establishing his rule by the
king and turning it into his residence before expanding
into the current site and building the palace). This led to
the adoption of the name Al-Saggaf Palace. Others based
on the fact that the site is originally a walled residential
retreat built by Al-Sharif Ghalib bin Masa’ed before 1222
H and named it Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'yah, give the site the name
Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ahh, relating it to Al-Sharif Ghaleb. Beside
Al-Saqqgaf Palace, and Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah, the palace is also
known as Al Majid Palace and Al-Talal Palace.

In order to give clarity to the naming of the palacein an effort
to elucidate ambiguity and so rather than naming the palace

a9gall
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as Al-Saggaf Palace (Qasr Al-Saqqaf), the name King Abdul
Aziz Historic Palace in Al-Ma’'abdah is more appropriate
and fair given the fact that the king had the palace built
on the current site after expanding into it during his rule
and that which made it in the state’s interest in preserving
it as an element of its cultural heritage. Therefore other
appropriate names for the Palace could be King Abdul Aziz
Royal Historic Palace in Al-Bi'ya'di'yah, or the name Al-
Bi'ya'di'yah Historic Palace, or Historic Dar Al- Bi'ya'di'yah.
However historical resources must be reviewed to validate
the facts surrounding Al-Saqqaf and Al-Bi'ya'di'yah? and
what is their relationship with the Royal Palace?

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The site of palace contain one of the oldest heritage
buildings and stands as a historical cultural landmark
in Makkah due to its unique architectural design and
style and use of traditional decorative elements and
motifs with distinctively Arab Islamic character.
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Al- Saqqaf

The site near what was called Al-Tishmeh west of the
current royal palace complex, was purchased by Ibrahim
Al-Saggaf from the famous Al-Shay ‘bee family and it was
where he built his palace which was later bought by king
Abdul Aziz after annexations of Makkah and demolished
later to be rebuilt as headquarters for Ministry of Finance,
Makkah branch (Al-Dahas, 1435 H). This is confirmed by a
local historian statement “.. | can not fail to mention that
the waters of Ain Zu'bay’'dah and Ain Saffron and later Ain
Mo'ay'sem all flow into in A place in Al-Ma’abdah near a
house belonging to the Al-Shay’bee family called Al-Tichma
.. The house was purchased by Mr. Ibrahim Al-Saqgaf and
he built a building with the most modern style known at the
time” (Rafi, 1401 H)
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The name «Qasr Al-Saqqaf» given to the royal palace is
basically taking the name of the western part after its
purchase by King Abdul Aziz from Al-Saggaf and giving to
the whole palace to the east after leasing and building the
current place and its extensions in Dar Al-Bi'ya'de’yah, and
using both as a royal palace and seat of his government
while in Makkah. The name of Al-Saqqaf Street, is attributed
to Al-Saqqaf. A reference quoted “... the palace of Al-Saqqaf
has been demolished and in its place the Ministry of Finance
building has been established.” It added that the existing
building, which is called “Qasr Al-Saqgaf” is in fact Dar Al-
Bi'ya'di'ah, which was leased by King Abdul Aziz since 1346H
and that its site is located to the eastern and southern side
of Al-Saqqaf (Makkah Newspaper,1435 H)..., (See registered
lease deed - Document No. 3).
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The precise limits of the Al-Saqqaf Palace were set out in
Document No. 8, which was titled: Al-Talal Bin Abdul Aziz
palaceandannexes, and the concrete palace andits boundries
,» and its limits are : North the main street with the main
fadade and Al-Tishmah owned by Ain Zu'bay'dah (Table 1,
plate 5), South, Tamam Al Hadd, the Emirah of Makkah, Al
Majid Bin Abdul Aziz, and a path through the site, and to the
West, Al-Hebshi mosque and other ownerships. It has a total
area of fourteen thousand five hundred sq. m.

According to the historical sources, the site of the palace
was a house of Al-Shay’bee family called Al-Tishmah, which
was bought and demolished by Mr. Ibrahim Al-Saqqaf and
built in its place a large house with latest architectural style
at the time (Fakih Center for Research and Development,
1419H), until it was purchased by King Abdul Aziz the new
owner in 1350 AH, and who made extensive amendments
and additions expansions to suit the royal needs.
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Afterwards this part was sold by Prince Talal bin Abdul
Aziz acting on behalf of his mother to the state (Document
No.7).
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and the state demolished it and built the existing Ministry
of Finance building in its place. Hence, it is clear that Al-
Sagqaf Palace does not exist today and is represented by
the facilities of the Ministry of Finance in the west of the
site. Further, ministry of finance documents supports this
conclusions (document No. 6). The document also mentions
that the handover of Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah to SCTNH occurred
on Monday, 17/7/1434 H and signed by those concerned and
it states

“On the basis of the speech of His Excellency the Director
General of State Property No. 28902 dated 5/4/1433 AH
based on the Supreme Order No. 1963 dated 8/4/1433 H
approving the handover of Qasr Al-Saqqaf to SCTNH and
lists and confirms the exact official boundaries between
Qasr Al-Saqgqaf (ministry of finance building complex) and
Al-Bi'ya'di'ah palace (currently the royal palace).
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Wikiquote website, on Al-Saqqaf palace, states that it
belonged to a son of Mohammed ibn Omar Al-Saqqaf and
that it was purchased for 2500 riyals. Al- Saqgaf was a
well to do family, who owned many exquisite buildings in
Makkah, Jeddah, Medina and Taif, and that King Abdul Aziz
later purchased a number of them. The Saqqgaf family chose
this area to be close to the Ain Zu'bay’'dah to bring water
to their palace. The palace was a retreat which contained a
large garden with trees outside Makkah at the time, and that
area was full of orchards for the people of Makkah.
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Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah

As proof that the site of the current royal palace was
originally Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah, the name appeared in very old
historical resources and written accounts while the name
Qasr Al-Saqgaf was never mentioned. One of the accounts
states “.. The palace of Al-Bi'ya'di'ah was built in 1212 AH
during the Ottoman period and was built by Sharif Ghaleb
bin Mesa'ad for as a retreat and his brother Jaafar built Dar
al-Ja’afari'yah and the mosque. It also added that the resident
of Al-Bi'ya'di'ah was Sharif Abdul Mutalib the son of Ghalib
in 1299 H, and he remained until he died in 1303 H (Al-Sibai,
1404 H). Figure (7), shows the area named Al-Bi'ya'di'ah and
no mention of the name of Al-Saqgaf. Another reference
states that Al-Bi'ya'di'ah is in Wadi Al-Ab’'tah where the
royal palace is (Al-Beladi).
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In a description of the palaces of Sharif Ghaleb by western
traveler Domingo Badia, who entered Makkah in 1221H
/ 1807, disquised as Ali Bay Abbasi, “.. beside a soldiers
camp the sharif also has a house he lived in before he took
power” (Al-Sunaidi, p. 266). This is the palace that Burkhardt
numbered in the key to his map No. 56 (see figs 8 and 10).
Also gave the following description “He also has a country
house for rest not far from the camp, with a well, a garden,
and a palm grove and an orchard surrounded by high walls
and towers.
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This is the Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'yah”. Burkhardt entered Makkah,
declaring his Islam named Ibrahim ibn Abdullah in 1229 H/
1814 AD. Based on his description, (the map in Figure 14 with
numbers) It was stated at the time “.. beyond the urban end
at Al-Ma'lah, there are scattered cafés and this is the end of
the town, and then a wide sandy plain, and on both ends two
open drinking pools for pilgrims, (48) and north of the pools
(47) lined with stone .. There are two pools to the north at
the top of the plain a large secluded house (50), and in front
of corridor paved (53) and on both sides of the corridor
(55) A water resource (52) consists of a stone basin filled
daily from a canal. Then there are no houses to the north
until we reach the Palace of the Sharif surrounded by high
walls and towers (56), Al-Ja'afari'yah in the key of the map
that it has become a military barracks, and to the north of
the palace is located Al-Ma’'abdah (57), Wadi Makkah (Wadi
Ibrahim) to the north has two exit, to the north is a narrow
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corridor guarded by towers of observation (a), and leads
to the Wadi Fatima, and second at the far end where there
is an orchard and a summer house for the honorable (59)
that has high walls and towers, and next to the orchard is
a fresh water resource (58) with a nice dome on it and at
the other end of the orchard there is well (60) These wells
in Al-Ma’abdah, and passes to Arafat and Taif next to this
palace”. his accounts of the fresh water and the dome, must
refer to Ain Zu'bay'dah dome which is now located on the
western edge of the palace, which is the boundary between
the Al-Bi'ya'di'ah and the Al-Saqqaf Palace (see Table 2 and
3).
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Based on written accounts by the early Saudi rule Historian
Ibn Bisher, Al-Bi'ya'di'ah was composed of two houses once
in the north and another in the south. The Palace of northern
Al-Bi'ya'di'ah was used by Imam Saud Bin Mohamed when
he performed Hajj in 1222 H and he also entered the
southern palace in Al-Bi'ya'di'ah, and the Sharif visited him
repeatedly (Al-Sheikh, 1402 H). Al-Shiekh mentioned that
the site of Al-Bi'ya'di'ah lies east of Al-Saqgaf palace in
Malawi district.

So according to these accounts Imam Saud Bin Mohammed
the son of the founder of the first Saudi dynasty entered
the northern palace known as Al-Bi'ya'di'ah and lived there
during Hajj, and Al-Sharif Ghalib visits him and he also
performed Hajj in 1224 with his family and companions
unarmed and stayed at the northern palace of Al-Bi'ya'di'ah.
This was repeated in 1225 and 1226 H, and Imam Saud
resided in the Palace of Al-Bi'ya'di'ah North.

Curtlemon, another western traveler, visited Makkah, in
1894, and filmed the places he visited and was exposed to the
palaces of Sharif Ghaleb .He gave the following description
“the third palace is a house in a rural area located in the far
north of the city, on the road of Mina, built in a contemporary
manner”. This is must be Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah.
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The Dutch traveler Senok Horkeronne (Abdul Ghaffar)
is one of he was allowed to enter Makkah and stay there
for months, where he learned about all aspects of life.
and drew a map in 1302 H/ 1884 AD about Makkah and its
urban aspects and mountainous surroundings (Fig. 9). Senok
has adopted and ratified the Burckhardt map based on his
sightings (Figs. 10 and 11).

In the book by the Egyptian army officer and Emir Al-Hajj
Ibrahim Rifaat Pasha written after his four pilgrimage in the
years 1318 - 1320 - 1321 - 1325 H, the name Al-Bi'ya'di'ah
appeared on his map of Makkah. It is noted that Ibrahim
Refaat adopted the map of Burkhardt (figure 12). His book
became one of the sources that covered an important period
in the modern history of the Two Holy Mosques.
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In another book titled Hejaz Trip by an Egyptian named Al-
Batnouni who visited Makkah in 1327 H / 1909), he discussed
Ain Zu'bay'dah based on his map (Figure 13) which he
adopted from Ibrahim Pasha and said the following about
it “this water stream is divided from Al-Bi'ya'di'ah east Al-
Mu'ali gate, to four creeks running through the city from
one side to another”. He also added “On the seventh and
eighth of the month of Dhu al-Hijj'ah, people start going
out of Makkah to Arafat on camels or donkeys or their feet,
and marching uninterrupted in those two days to the east
along the Wadi that varies in width from one hundred to five
hundred, and to the right of the road Al-Bi'ya'di'ah and the
Palace of Sharif Abdul Muttalib surrounded by the orchard
of Sidr trees”
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In 1347 H two maps of Makkah (Fig. 14 and Fig. 16) appeared
in a book entitled “The Holy Cities of the Arabian Peninsula”
by a British visitor to Makkah, Eldon Ritter (Mirza, 1426).
It is noted that that Al-Bi'ya'di'ah is shown in its proper
location, as it is noted that he did not mention Al-Saggaf.
Eighteen years later, in 1946 the authenticity of its map was
confirmed, (Fig. 15).
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In the middle of the twentieth century (1947), the Egyptian
Survey Authority produced a map showing the palace (Fig.
17) and it also appeared in another produced by the Ministry
of Petroleum and Mineral Resources in 1966 (Figure 18)
(Mirza, 1426 H). Two pictures of the royal palace is also
shown in (fig. 19) (Mirza et al, 1436 H), It is noted that in
the old picture taken in 1385 H / 1965 Al-Saqgaf street was
gated on both ends and closed to public movement. The
second picture, taken in 1427 AH / 2007, shows the current
situation, and the red circle identifies the location of Ain
Zu'bay’'dah to the east of the Ministry of Finance building
(Al-Saggaf) (see Table 5).
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Al-Harthy also described the palace by stating “The
architectural blocks built in the outskirts of Makkah at the
time, such as Al-Bi'ya'di'ah towards the north, and west to
Jarwal, and the beginning of the Mesfla to the south that
were built in the Ottoman era such as Qash’lah building
and some of the buildings during reign of King Abdul Aziz,
he added “a group of residential buildings, and annexes a
mosque, and wells were built at various periods after the
annexation of Hijaz by King Abdul Aziz in 1343 H-1360 H,
1362 H, and Beyond” (Al-Harthy, 1425). It is also mentioned
that the palace was well decorated and recorded the details
of its components, but did not refer to it as the Saggaf (Al-
Rashed, 1423H).
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Endowment documents held by the Awqaf Al-Sharif Ghalib
also refers to official ownership documents of Dar Al-
Bi'ya'di'ah site, which includes the current royal palace. A

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The architecture and design of buildings in Makkah at the
time was simple yet striking. The architectural style and
character of buildings in Makkah, resemble that of medieval
Arab Muslim city that with hot and arid climate with
buildings with spaces with high ceilings and roof terraces
constructed from local quarried stone, lime mortar, wooden
planks and lime wash interiors and exteriors

The palace old stone buildings represent a very rich heritage
that is a living testimony for how local builders responded
to changing environmental conditions that existed during
the time periods by employing local materials and methods
to build and add aesthetically pleasing treatment to the
building lime washed facades through adding intricately
large carved wooden bay windows and colored brick panels
along parapet walls around lofty roof terraces which is
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adorned by uniquely shaped lime crenellations. These old
buildings design is authentic, functional, and stylistically
unique in how they maximized cross ventilation through
the horizontal and vertical ordering and organization of
interior spaces in order to improve thermal comfort and at
the same time contribute to the unique architectural style.
The Makkan buildings were generally constructed from
locally available basalt or schist stone load bearing walls,
and wooden logs flooring. With setbacks as they go higher,
the building can be one floor in height to multiple floors
high. A main arched doorway with wooden door beautifully
engraved in floral and leaf patterns in the Arab Islamic
tradition usually lead to the entrance hallway or dahlees
(vestibule) and a ground floor spaces (maga’ed) in the front
used for sitting and receiving guests with utility rooms and
stairwells toward the back.
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Kurtlemon, who visited Makkah in the late 19th
century, described Makkah houses as good as the
houses of Jeddah built from stones and supported
by wooden planks in their wall and all decorated
with rawa'sheen made of Indian wood and aesthetic
facades with attractive shapes. The houses inside
are carefully arranged and organized especially
with regard to amenities, the upper floors are more
sophisticated in design and use, because they allow
cross air ventilation and that the nicest thing in the

Arab homes is its upper roof terraces which are used
only at night (Al-Hanash, 2002).
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The main stairs climbs to typical floors land at a transitional
space (suffah) dividing the front part multiuse spaces which
are used for living functions (ma'hal) and a back part that
contains utilities and storage spaces, kitchens and water
closets

Beside the old stone buildings that were built in the site
known as Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'yah before King AbdulAziz annexed
Hijaz and which include the eastern, western and middle
Al-Bi'ya'di'yah buildings and their annexes, the present site
consists of a group of residential buildings and service
and support buildings that were built in different historical
periods beginning in 1346 H and ending in the late King
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Fiasal in the middle of the sites which all were constructed
from load bearing stone walls and plain concrete slab. Dar
Al-Bi'ya'di'ah stone load bearing wall buildings towards the
east and in the middle part with composite flooring made
from wooden planks and lime and elegantly decorated
parapets walls with colored bricks (shawa'beer) and lime
crenellations are considered to be the oldest buildings in
the current place site.

When the royal family vacated the palace site, some of its
buildings were re-occupied by a number of government
agencies such as the Expedited Court in the old stone
buildings to the east, the Makkah Police offices in the center
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This resulted in the degradations of the many buildings in the
site through adhoc additions and use of unsuitable materials
and building systems to replace the original construction
especially in the old buildings

The history of the eastern part of the site (Al- Majid palace),
which contains the original palace of Dar Al-Bi'ya'di'ah
because some buildings still retain the uniqueness of the
old architectural style and the quality of stones and mortar
used in the construction, while other buildings were added
later by king Abdul Aziz after he entered Hijaz in 1342 H
and which include the central main concrete palace building
with its spacious large reception halls to receive guests
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Except for the old Bi'ya'di'yah building in the center, the
history of buildings in this part also date back to the year
1346 AH, 1927, as well as the buildings in the back which the
King Faisal Palace building used by Makkah Police. All the
central and western buildings are linked to the main palace
through ground and upper level corridors. The buildings were
characterized by Najd style arches and motifs, verandas

and courtyards and they were lime washed either with an
ocre or indigo blue tint, (Al-Harthy, 1425 H)

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The main palace building consists of two floors with an
area of 4500 m2 for the two stories each with more than
100 spaces, and its main facade is rectangular shaped, and
fronts Saggaf street on the ground level where its main
entrance is located midpoint of a portico that runs parallel
with half-circular arches (11 to the right, 13 to the left, and
the same number on the upper level but shaped as five
centered pointed arches which ends on the north side with
two adjoining gates. The main entrance is characterized
by height and rich decorative elements. The main palace is
adjacent to the oldest building on the east side of the site.
The palace front facade consists of 11 spatial units on both
floors however it is closed in the upper level with wooden
shutters. The interior of the palace is composed of four
large spaces; two in the ground floor and two above in the
upper level, these were used as reception halls in which the
king received his guests. The deputy of king for Hejaz used
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them for the same purpose. A sloped car ramp leading to
the entrance of the large space in the upper level was added
to accomodate King Abdul Aziz's car. The large ground level
spaces have large columns with crowns (Ibkar, 1430 H). In
the ground floor towards the end of the main palace building
near its western corner, @ separate space was used for
praying and with a mural with Islamic decorations, as well
as a similar space on top in the upper level was also used
for the same purpose. Also on the main palace ground floor

near the southwestern corner there is the domed vertical
shaft of Ain Zu'bay’'dah (see Table 8 and 9).
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The layout of the main palace consists of two courtyards

overlooking its four sides, rooms, the halls and reception
halls.

The oldest stone building located to the east side is four
stories in height, partially collapsed with two small gates
and a number of interior spaces, and behind it are horse
stables area, a number of open areas with trees which was
the old palace gardens with a number of overlooking single
storey stone buildings towards the back and a water well
and tank
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Construction

Except for the main palace building, all other buildings were
constructed of load bearing walls of 50 to 70 centimeters
in width with basalt and schist stones quarried from
local mountains and lime mortar produced locally by
stone masons and builders who use local trees trunks as
beams and joists to span ceilings between walls. Smaller
wooden beams also were used in load bearing stone wall
construction to strengthen the walls and increase their
structural flexibility by placement along the outer edge of
the wall after each five stone blocks wall height is finished.
This construction method to allow wall repair of sections
affected and deal with the problems cracking and without
the removal of the entire wall in a process called Ta'leeq.

Before the entry of cement and concrete as a building
material in 1350 H, lime mortar and lime plaster and wash
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was the main material for joining stones in the walls and for
rendering, coating and washing of the exterior and interior
walls and rendering of the floors. Lime was used based
on its degree of smoothness, the coarse was used to as
mortar with sand to join the stones in the walls, while the
less coarse was used in plastering the surfaces, and the fine
grade was used in the washing of surfaces after adding an
organic tint

The building openings were mainly covered with flat windows
and projected bay windows intricately made wooden
from fine wood parts with lower and upper paneling that
contained engraved floral, plants engravings and Islamic
geometrical shapes and forms. The teak, walnut, and other
woods were imported for use by local carpenters to make
these windows
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All of the palace buildings’ walls, verandas and terraces
were decorated in the Makkah style, the upper part of the
walls were adorned with panels of colored brick spaced
evenly with voids to allow air circulation in roof terraces
(see plates 10 to 17).

Some of the other buildings on the site were characterized
by a more simple architectural style, with a beautiful stone
wall construction with wooden doors. In these buildings,
the stone walls are not rendered and washed and upper
parts which were added later used bricks as a material for
construction. The fort in the eastern corner has openings
that allow the defenders to put their rifles through them.
The openings in this tower have spread on different levels.
The main facades of the palace are distinguished by the
geometric decoration known as the ring gun in the marble
fence in the balconies - the balconies

In terms of construction and environmental engineering, we
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note the interest of technicians (engineers) in the detailed
climate of the micro-climate, which cares about the weather
below the building and the center and above, and cares inside
and outside. Most of the rooms are characterized by a height
of 4.5 to 5 meters and the number and size of openings and
rouches in the north and west to match the trends of the
prevailing wind movement, beside the yards to provide a
comfortable environment. The voids are kept relatively cold
for a long period of time, due to the large thickness of the
stone walls that help to isolate the external heat.
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Surrounding the palace were gardens and orchards that
contributed to the softening of its environment. It was
outside the urban fabric, as the area was at the end of
the building at the time, and the district was a suburb and
the location of the palace was also characterized by the
presence of water resources from wells in that area fed
by the valleys, and passing through the channel of Ein
Zubaydah. Kortlemon (1423, p. 90, 92) has already pointed
out that Al-Sharif chose Al-Bi'ya'di'ah as a summer palace,
and Saqqaf recently came for the same purpose. In addition,
the courtyards contribute to the movement of the air with
the help of rouches.
